AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING THE REVISED GENERAL 

ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF MATAWAN 

CHAPTER 34 – DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS 

SECTION 34-44(P) TEMPORARY SIGNS 

90 DAYS 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of 

Matawan, County of Monmouth, State of New Jersey, that the Revised General Ordinances of 

the Borough of Matawan, Chapter 34 – Development Regulations, Section 34-44 Signs(p) 

Temporary Signs, shall be amended and supplemented as follows: 

 

 

Section 34-44 Signs (p) Temporary Signs:  

 

p. Temporary Signs. Except for temporary real estate signs, a temporary sign shall not 

remain in place for a period exceeding six (6) months.  A temporary sign shall be removed by the

person, firm or corporation owning such signs or structure or by the owner of the buildings or 

premises on which such sign is affixed or erected within ten (10) calendar days following 

expiration of the time allowed for maintenance of said sign. 

In the case of public or general election signage, displays may commence no sooner than 90 

day(s) prior to the date of the public or general election.  Said sign(s) shall be removed by the 

person, firm or corporation owning such signs or structure or by the owner of the buildings or 

premises on which such sign is affixed or erected within five (5) calendar days following the date 

of the public or general election. 

 

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED any Ordinances or portions thereof which are 

inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such 

inconsistencies only. 

 

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED if any provisions of this Ordinance, or the application 

of such provision to any person or circumstance is declared invalid, such invalidity shall not 

affect the other provisions or applications of this Ordinance, which can be given effect, and to 

this end, the provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable. 

 

 BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED this ordinance shall take effect immediately upon 

following the passage, adoption and publication pursuant to law.
